Nock It Out
The G-Force Lighted Nock is activat-

ed by an accelerometer switch, which 
detects a slightest change in G-force 
created by your shot. After the nock is 
installed, there’s no need for magnets 
or a pull/push manual activation. Once 
the arrow leaves the bow, the red L.E.D 
light is activated and lights up to six 
seconds then transitions to a blinking 
mode for 24 hours or until turned off. 
To deactivate the nock, simply tap the 
back of the nock three consecutive 
times.

It’s run on a microprocessor, all 
sealed inside for ultimate protection, 
completely waterproof. The battery 
retention system ensures you won’t 

have to worry about a lost con-
nection in the field and are 
easily replaceable. The red nock 
with high output L.E.D light 
is highly visible in all lighting 
conditions. The nock is only 37 
grains and has a battery life up
